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Chuck Kleekamp, upon retiring from a 37-year career as a professional electrical engineer, moved to Cape Cod nine years ago. He has devoted his time to environmental and health issues of concern on Cape Cod.

Chuck is a founding director and Vice-President of Cape Clean Air, a citizen advocacy group whose mission is to engage the public and inform citizens about the health impacts of power plant emissions.  Cape Clean Air members and other environmental organizations worked with the Massachusetts DEP and state legislators to compel the owners of the old power plants to clean up their polluting emissions by enacting stringent emission regulations for the Commonwealth of Massachusetts in 2001. He was an intervenor in court cases involving Mirant’s attempts to delay or negate these regulations for the Canal Plant in Sandwich which were recently resolved in a negotiated consent order.

When the wind project in Nantucket Sound was proposed, Chuck’s attention turned to the obvious connection of a perpetual source of non-polluting electrical energy and its enormous societal benefits. He is currently a director of Clean Power Now, an independent environmental grassroots organization whose mission is to inform the public of the factual merits of renewable energy. He has lectured widely on Cape Cod and written commentary regarding technical aspects of wind power and its role in sustainable, pollution free energy and its impact on the environment, economics, and health. Chuck has served on the Upper Cape Lung Cancer Advisory Committee and is a member of the Cape Cod Sustainability Indicators Council and author of the Air Quality Indicator. He participates as a stakeholder in the Massachusetts Technology Collaborative meetings regarding the Cape Wind project in Nantucket Sound. 

Chuck has bachelor’s degrees in mathematics and electrical engineering and a master’s degree in computer, control and instrumentation engineering all from the University of Michigan. He spent the first half of his career with a start-up computer company, Applied Dynamics that moved into industrial control systems. Then he devoted the remainder of his active career with the MITRE Corporation in Bedford working on advanced communication and radar systems for the US Air Force.
